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Advent is a time in the church calendar when we can focus on the coming of Christ 

together as a church, and in our individual families.  We have highlighted below a 

few ideas and resources for you to use with your families – for all ages and stages - 

so you can pick what interests you and will work for your own family dynamic. 

The Promise and the Light: A Christmas Retelling by Katy Morgan Comprising of 25 chapters, this 

book can be used as a daily read throughout advent and is a great way to get into the minds of the 

characters of the Christmas story and see the narrative in an exciting new way. A gripping and    

enlightening new way to discover the birth of Christ. 

Behold the Lamb of God by Andrew Peterson – CD Each song takes you on a journey through the 

story of Jesus’ birth, relaying the Christmas narrative through biblical lyrics and gentle music.  Play 

in the car or around the house during advent as a way to meditate on the coming of the promised 

king. 

Seek and Find: The First Christmas by Sarah Parker A fun way to look at the Christmas story with 

primary school children, seeking out different characters and items in each of the lovely illustrations 

within this hardback book. With 8 different scenes, families could explore once each Sunday of   

advent, and another throughout each week. 

God’s Big Promises Advent Calendar and Family Devotion by Carl Laferton A bible centred advent 

calendar to open each day. Along with a 5 minute bible devotional for primary aged children giving 

a prayer, bible passage and something to think about together. 

Advent Candle Lighting an advent candle together at a set time of the day during advent can bring 

focus for everyone at the same time.  As the candle burns take time to engage with each other in a 

way which fits your family.  Some examples to consider: Pray together for a different family      

member or friend.  Learn a new name of Jesus each day (just search ‘names of Jesus advent’ 

online). Read a different nativity story book, or a bible passage of the Christmas story from the    

gospels. Listen to some carols or Christmas worship and think about the story the lyrics are telling. 

You might even like try a different idea each day.
